But in the beginning it was not so; there were different principles and other ordinances. Again, 
consider how much the principles of the religion of Christ have been forgotten, and how many 
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heresies have appeared. For example, Christ forbade revenge and transgression; furthermore, He 
commanded benevolence and mercy in return for injury and evil. Now reflect: among the 
Christian nations themselves how many sanguinary wars have taken place, and how much 
oppression, cruelty, rapacity and bloodthirstiness have occurred!...
